It is currently £1820 for each academic year.

This is funded by SAAS which stands for
Student Awards Agency Scotland and it is an
executive agency of the Scottish Government.

You can also apply for bursary, loan and other
grants to help with study and living costs if you
meet the eligibility criteria.

You will need to apply to all funding each
academic year by a deadline.
